On his return to south Som-
erset in January 2012, the boss
signalled his intent to bring
the buzz back to the town that
was produced by his first un-
precedented reign of success.

With the Glovers on the brink
of reaching unchartered ter-
ritory, Johnson said that en-
thusiasm for the club was back
in the area, adding it was now
up to the team to realise yet
another seemingly unthink-
able dream.

“We've definitely achieved
that buzz and that's credit to a
lot of people,” he said.

“You've got to have the
vision first and someone’s got
to come up with that vision of
what they want to see and then
do everything in your power to
make that vision come true.

“T was talking to (assistant)
Terry Skiverton on the morn-
ing after we won the semi-final
against Sheffield United. He
said ‘Gaffer, I visualised that
picture of the entire crowd on
the pitch and us in the dir-
ectors’ box waving’.

“I said ‘Tel, we're meant to
brainwash the players, not
each other’. That was typical of
how you do it and that’s why I
showed them the Bristol City v
Crystal Palace semi-final when
I was manager at City I wanted
them to see what the atmo-
sphere was going to be like.

“That was good preparation
and good experience for those
that would never have known
that could happen here.
